	Write a short dialogue using basic greetings and polite expressions.

	Immediate environment
	Describe your classroom or home using simple sentences (e.g., 'There is a table.').
	Read a short text about a room and answer comprehension questions.
	Write a few sentences about your bedroom or school class.

	Transportation
	Ask and answer questions about how to get to school or your house (e.g., 'How do you go to school?').
	Listen to a conversation at a bus stop and identify key vocabulary.
	Write a few sentences about your daily transportation routine.

	Travel and outings
	[bookmark: _GoBack]Role-play buying a ticket at a train or bus station.
	Read a brochure about a local attraction and answer questions.
	Write a postcard describing a trip or outing.

	Work
	Simulate a job interview with simple questions and answers.
	Listen to a description of a job and identify the tasks.
	Write a short paragraph about a job you would like to do.

	Leisure
	Talk about your favorite hobby with a partner.
	Read a short article about a sport or hobby and answer questions.
	Write a few sentences about what you do in your free time.

	Daily activities
	Describe your daily routine using simple verbs (e.g., 'I wake up at 7.').
	Listen to someone describe their day and identify the sequence of actions.
	Write a short paragraph about your typical day.

	Social interactions
	Practice making and responding to invitations (e.g., 'Do you want to come to my party?').
	Read a short dialogue about a social event and answer questions.
	Write a short message inviting a friend to an activity.
